Sacramental: Forgiveness of sins is granted


Sacrament of Baptism (LSB 268) 



In Baptism our sins are washed away (1 Cor 6:11)




We are liberated from sin, death and the devil (1 Cor 10:1-2)




Born of the Water and the Spirit (John 3:5)




A commission from Jesus (Mathew 28:19-20)



We offer our repentance  (Acts 2:39-39)

The Apostolic Tradition offers a baptismal service stating that 


infants were to be baptized first, then men and women.




Baptisms were and are often celebrated at the Easter Vigil.

Sacrament of Holy Communion



Matt 26: 26, 28, Mark 14:22-24; Luke 22:19; 1 Cor 11:24-25




Lutheran focus on Real Presence for the forgiveness of sins



Corporate or Private




When would one choose to have private communion?


In private communion the worshipper participates in the Confession of sins and other spoken parts such as the Creed.





The consecrated elements in a service may be used for private 



communion at a later time.

Nonsacramental: (These do not grant the forgiveness of sins)

Confirmation  (LSB 272)

In the early church faith and life was intimately connected to Baptism.

The Rite of Confirmation includes a renewal of the Baptism Covenant Public profession of faith
.

A child's first communion usually follows the confirmation. 

Holy Matrimony (LSB 275)
A church wedding service reflects God's presence and purpose for marriage.(Col 3:17) 
A well-planned wedding service

Individual Confession and Absolution  (LSB 292)
Ordination Included in the Agenda to the LSB only


Used for the for pastoral candidates, an ancient Rite dating to the 
Early Church's recognition of Christ's servants through laying on 
of hands.
Commission and installation of a professional church worker

One-time rites performed by the Church for graduates of Synodical schools. In addition, the individual must have been issued a call that has been accepted, which enables the person to be recognized in the Church as a ministry.

Cassock and surplice (from Latin super which means "over"

Cassock and Cotta


Alb and cincture

Chasuble (Latin casla -- "little castle" or little house"

Stole  A garment worn by the pastor as a visible sign of  his 
responsibilities;  represents the "easy yoke: of our Lord.
